SCHOLARSHIPS

The Front Street gallery is offering a $1,500.00 Art Scholarship to assist in tuition expenses for a 

high school senior  enrolled in the North Kitsap School District (Kingston High, North Kitsap High, 

or West Sound Academy) who plans to continue pursing a career in Fine Art: 2D or 3D.   This 

scholarship is awarded with no limitation as to age, sex, race, creed, religion, national orientation or 

physical or mental disability.  

Eligibility:  

Applicant must be accepted, or has an application pending, at an accredited college, junior or 

community college, or technical/vocational institution offering classes in the chosen art field.

Application Packet:

Complete attached application (pages 1 to 3) typed. 

1.  Completed Front Street Scholarship Application Form (following)

2.  A one page personal goal statement.  Please describe yourself and include comments on 

     your educational/career goals, and how you hope to use art in your career.  Also, who,

     or what art inspires you and how you may use this to pursue your goals.

3.  Three letters of recommendations from a none-relative, teacher, work or volunteer 

     supervisor, Church Pastor or Priest, etc.  Letters must be written on letterhead or the writer 

     must be otherwise identified with an address, telephone number and/or e-mail address.  

     Letters should be original with a current date and signed.

4.  Your official high school academic transcript showing your classes in art.



Completed application must be received by your High School Counselor by Feb 2, 2012, and turned 

over to the Front Street Gallery scholarship committee by Feb 4, 2012.  The applications will be 

picked up by someone on the FSG scholarship committee.

Following review of received application packets, the Front Street Gallery will schedule interviews 

with qualified applicants from March 16 to March 17, 2012.  During the interview process the 

scholarship board will review the applicant’s personal portfolio developed during their high school 

career.  Selection of scholarship awards will be announced by April 1, 2012. The award will be 

applied toward the recipient’s tuition and fees upon enrollment in an accredited college, junior or 

community college, or technical/vocational institution.  Funds will be made payable to the recipient’s 

academic institution no later than August 31, 2012. 

The Front Street Gallery reserves the right to disqualify applicants from scholarship consideration 

and the award of the scholarships is at the sole discretion of the Front Street Gallery.  If in the 

opinion of the Front Street Gallery, the applicant fails to complete the application; such application 

will be automatically disqualified for any scholarship consideration. 

Scholarship finalists will be asked  to submit 3 to 4 pieces of work  for a show in April 2012, at 

the Front Street Gallery in Poulsbo.   We will give  finalists hanging rules and put the show up on 

April 9, 2012, with the opening on Sat. April 14, 2012.  The show to be taken down May 7, 2012.

SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM HISTORY

The Front Street Gallery opened, Oct 2005 in Kingston, as the Kingston Art Gallery.  In 2009, the 
Gallery started the Kingston Slug Hunt.  After moving to Poulsbo in 2010, the Gallery, now the 
Front Street Gallery, held it's 2nd Annual Slug Hunt in Kingston.  The decision was made to put 
some of the proceeds from the hunt towards a scholarship to assist in tuition expenses for a high 
school student pursuing a career in the Arts.    Our 2010 Scholarship went to a Kingston High School 
student.  The 2012 scholarship is open for the North Kitsap High School District.
